We the people, recognizing that our main problems are based on permanent, mass unemployment; low wages; mass homelessness, huge profits for big bosses

realizing, that NERSA has excluded that vast majority from consultations, that the Eskom proposed electricity increases will result in more, mass disconnections; that the working class and lower middle class will continue to subsidize the electricity of the big companies; Eskom will make over R12,7 Billion in annual profits; the already high prices of food and other essential goods will be pushed up; monopolies are making massive profits from food and other essentials: Demand:

1. An open consultation process which involves the working class and rural poor

2. An end to the subsidizing of the electricity of big capital by the residential users (workers, unemployed and lower middle class);

3. The immediate implementation of a block tariff for electricity (increase the free electricity provided; and the more you use, the more you pay)

4. An immediate increase in wages/salaries to compensate for recent price increases

5. An immediate freeze on all price increases

6. Shorter working hours (without loss of pay) so that the unemployed can be given work.
7. An End to the nuclear build programme; divert resources to renewable energy
