On the USS San Juan docking in SA waters 4 Nov 2009

The docking of USS San Juan in Simonstown at 14h00 today is yet another proof that the ANC government is an imperialist lackey. This nuclear submarine has trvelled over 100 000 km in support of the over 130 US military bases around the globe, as part the enslavement of much of the world's 5 billion plus working class and poor peasantry. 

It is of note that General Electric was awarded the contract for this billion dollar merchant of death. This is one of the companies that will benefit from the trillion rand fake build programme for electricity in South Africa (coal and nuclear) and thus is co-complicit in the current rape of the working class by imperialism. 

On 19 March 1998 the USS San Juan collided with another nuclear submarine, the USS Kentucky because they 'did not detect' each other. On 13 march 2007 the USS San Juan went missing for a day, sent out emergency flares, and ahd to be rescued by the US emergency services. With such a pathetic record, the Sa authorities, so keen to impress the 'Baas' that they have no problem to put millions of people at risk and welcome with open arms this floating 'nuclear accident-waiting-to-happen'. 

The heads of the army and navy received their increases of 22% in January this year while the rank and file sailor and foot soldier is still waiting.
