Statement on World Food day

Only $40 Billion would feed all the world's poorest but millions die of hunger every year; (when the capitalists profits fall by a fraction, overnight trillions of dollars are found and the world working class is forced to pay through mass dismissals, reduced conditions, higher electricity costs and lower wages) hundreds of billions of dollars of wealth is stolen from Africa by monopoly capital every year; thus the problem of world hunger is not so-called underdevelopment or of droughts or 'climate change' , but  the very system of capitalism itself. 

80% of the world'd arable land is in the hands of monopoly capital which enables them to artificially hike the price of food; today's world hunger is part of the world capitalist social plan- if too many are fed, this reduces the desperation and drives up the wage demands that workers would place on the capitalists; even the imperialist FAO was forced to admit that 1 billion are dying of hunger because they cannot afford to buy food.

The USA alone is capable of feeding the world but pays commercial farmers not to produce; similarly in Europe much of the land lies fallow. 

In Argentina, the second biggest food company in the world, Kraft, mass dismissed 168 workers, including the shopstewards committee and imposed a 12 hour shift (the workers went on strike after the company failed to provide adequate hygiene for the outbreak of swine flu which killed hundreds of people in Argentina alone). The union leaders united with the bosses to expel the workers who had occupied the factory- while the imperialists are declaring that they want to impose a world regime of 'we will employ who we want, when we want and for the hours we want' the workers of Kraft have also served notice on the imperialists that we will fight the capitalists and their agents within the workers movement. 

Capitalist governments such as in South Africa, with the full backing of the SACP and Cosatu leaders impose hunger on the working class and maintain this system of violence where there is the highest level of inequality on the planet, where every year over R200 Bn is repatriated in profits to the imperialist centres. 

Only a workers' government can expropriate the food monopolies but for this the working class needs to fight and overthrow this system of exploitation through its own revolutionary mass action.
