The Workers International Vanguard League will have its election manifesto launch in Meadowlands community hall Zone 10, Soweto, on Sat 21st Feb  2009. Proceedings will start from 10am and are expected to last until 15h00. 

 

 The main theme of the Manifesto will be exposing the capitalist nature of parliament and how the season of election brings with it a season of lying to the masses, of false promises. The Manifesto launch comes at a time when the WIVL faces possible exclusion from the taking part in the national elections due to the huge deposit of R180 000 that any party has to pay in order to be on the national ballot. WIVL is organised across 6 provinces (Gauteng, Eastern Cape, Western Cape, Mpumalanga, Free State, KzwazuluNatal). 

 

The deposit was set in a meeting of all the sitting parliamentary parties, who have a stake in the system, and who are all funded in one way or another by big capital. WIVL is independent of the capitalists and funded only by workers. 

 

It is the only party taking part in the elections which is actively building links with Socialist groups around the world as part of the process of rebuilding a revolutionary International. At this time of global capitalist crisis, the only real resistance can be given by the action of the united world working class, as illustrated by the world protest against the recent Gaza massacres. 

 

The most urgent political task is that of building revolutionary working class parties in every country in the world, so that the resistance against the decayed capitalist forces can be co-ordinated and strenghened. For this, unty in action, during this time and more crucially, beyond the season of lying, is essential.
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
