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SUPPORT WORKERS INTERNATIONAL VANGUARD LEAGUE
For the past 15 years all the parties in parliament have made false promises to the people, from national to local level. Millions are starving, millions are homeless and millions are unemployed. The monopoly capitalists have never had it so good; their stomachs are always full, they live in mansions and they receive billions of Rands of profits without working. It is election time and these capitalist parties are coming around again to lie to the masses. Workers International Vanguard League believes that parliament is part of the problem; parliament is a tool for making sure that the giant monopolies continue to exploit us. So we believe in exposing parliament. We want to send some agitators into parliament to help with this exposure of this pro-capitalist structure. All the parties in parliament sat down and agreed on setting a huge deposit for any party wanting to take part in the elections. They want to exclude working class organizations from taking part because the demands we would make would expose them. They have set the deposit as R40 000 per province and R180 000 just for the national level alone. All these parties in parliament are in one way or another sponsored by the capitalists. They can easily raise this deposit; but for a working class organization like the Workers International Vanguard League (WIVL) it is a very difficult task. We are independent of the capitalist class and we will never allow the bosses to dictate or to change our programme. Our only hope is the very people who are fighting the system and who are currently exploited and oppressed by it. 
We appeal to the working class and allies to urgently contribute whatever small amount, even a R2, to help us get onto the ballot paper and to help with campaigning. The time has come to directly expose the representatives of big capital in parliament, head on. 

These are some of the questions we will ask in parliament:

· Why do you spend billions on building stadiums when millions of people are without houses? Why is there a hopelessly inadequate budget for building houses and providing services to all the working class?
·  Why can’t we reduce the working week to 35 hours, without loss of pay, and why can’t we share the work among all those who can work, so that there are no unemployed. [The capitalists send R200 billion out of the country in profits every year so they can afford it]

·  Without consulting the masses you could support sanctions against Iran, yet you do not support sanctions against Israel- we would propose a debate calling for comprehensive sanctions against Israel;
·  How do you justify a 28% increase for the Reserve bank governor while he calls for our wage increases to be less than 6%?

·  Why are there no steps taken against the major retailers to reduce high food prices? All workers wages must rise whenever prices rise.

·  The monopolies and banks evict us, starve us, retrench us; why must they be bailed out with taxpayers money; will they reverse the retrenchments and reduce the directors salaries? We demand the expropriation of all imperialist assets- put them under workers’ control

WHO ARE WE?

Workers International Vanguard League is part of the world movement in the working class which seeks to build revolutionary working class parties in every country as part of the rebuilding of the Fourth International( The party of Socialist revolution representing the world working class movement). This is very important because we are fighting the world capitalist system and it follows that no single country can on its own achieve Socialism; we need the working class to take power in one or more of the major imperialist centres (France, USA, Britain, Germany, Japan). We are in the process of building real links with Marxist fighters in several parts of the world.  Locally, our cadres have been part of the resistance against the ‘apartheid’ regime; we have assisted fights against eviction; we have exposed how the imperialist monopolies are behind the Eskom electricity increases; we have exposed the role of Anglo American in the war in the DRC and in the exploitation of the masses of Zimbabwe; we have exposed how the world’s major banks are behind the high food prices; we have played an important international role in exposing the role imperialism played in the recent massacres in Gaza and in the protest movement against imperialism; we have exposed how the union leadership collaborated with the bosses in the struggles of the VW and Mercedes Benz workers; we have exposed the nationalist, capitalist politics that promote xenophobia; we have championed the anti- war movement; supported many struggles against the capitalism.
How will we raise the funds?

There will be activists coming around with collection lists; these lists will have an original stamp (not a photocopy) with an original signature on it; there will be a telephone number of the co-ordinator in your region which you should call if you have any doubt or query. The collection is urgent as the deadline will be very short.  Should we not succeed in raising the minimum deposit we will use the funds to advance working class struggles, in rural and urban areas. We will keep copies of financial statements at our offices and will present them to general meetings if so requested.
How will we keep elected representatives accountable? Representatives will sign pledges committing to: 

· resign when the party decides on it (be subject to instant recall)

·  receive only the wage of a skilled worker ie R5000 per month
·  not to engage in deals with any capitalist or their parties

·  to put forward resolutions and proposals that expose the capitalist nature of parliament

·   at all times place the struggles of the working class outside of parliament, above any parliamentary work.

· To serve a maximum of 6 months in parliament (delegates will be rotated)

The road ahead
Socialism will not come through parliament but through the organised mass revolutionary action of the working class outside of and against it. The path to Socialism proceeds only through the working class taking power. This is what WIVL stands for, and election or no election, this is why we are calling on the working class and allies for support.
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
